And so is the bride. Assuredly, I [G-d] will speak coaxingly to her [Israel], and lead her through the wilderness, and speak to her tenderly… And in that day—declares the L-rd—you will call me Ishi [my husband], and no more will you call Me baali… I will espouse you forever: I will espouse you with righteousness and justice, and with goodness and mercy. …Thus said the L-rd G-d: Come, O breath, from the four winds, and breathe into these slain, that they may live again. (Ezekiel 37:9)
Daniel related the following: In my vision at night, I saw the four winds of heaven stirring up the great sea. Four mighty beasts different from each other emerged from the sea… (Daniel 7:2-3)

Upon the sacred cow. All the people took off the gold rings that were in their ears and brought them to Aaron. This he took from them and cast in a mold, and made it into a molten calf. And they exclaimed, “This is your god, O Israel, who brought you out of the land of Egypt!” (Exodus 32:3-4)

My sheep stray through all the mountains and over every lofty hill; My flock is scattered all over the face of the earth, with none to take thought of them and none to seek them. (Ezekiel 34:2-6)
Oh the shepherd is asleep…the mountains are filled with lost sheep.  Ah, shepherds who let the flock of My pasture stray and scatter!—declares the L-rd… It is you who let My flock scatter and go astray. You gave no thought to them, but I am going to give thought to you, for your wicked acts—declares the L-rd. And I Myself will gather the remnant of My flock from all the lands to which I have banished them, and I will bring them back to their pasture, where they shall be fertile and increase. And I will appoint over them shepherds who will tend them; they shall no longer fear or be dismayed, and none of them shall be missing—declares the Lord. (Jeremiah 23:1-4)
For the chosen few, who will judge the many when the game is through. “At that time, the great prince, Michael, who stands beside the sons of your people, will appear. It will be a time of trouble, the like of which has never been since the nation came into being. At that time, your people will be rescued, all who are found inscribed in the book.
